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A Introduction

Instructions to bidder are broad guidelines to be followed while formulating the bid and its submission
to the Purchaser. It also describes the methodology for opening and evaluation of the bids and
consequent award of contract. Instructions applicable for Import of Goods (GlobalTender Enquiry)
need not be applicable for Domestic Tender Enquiry and those may be ignored.

Eligible Bidders

This Invitation for Bids is open to all the suppliers’. However, only Class-I and Class-II local
suppliers are eligible to participate in the Domestic Tender. Any bidder from foreign country
can participate in Global Tender Enquiry subject to Clause 1.1.3 below. Mode of Procurement
is whether Domestic Tender or Global Tender Enquiry is specified in the Notice Inviting
Tenders (NIT).

Bidders’ should not be associated, or have been associated in the past, directly or indirectly,
with a firm or any of its affiliates which have been engaged by the Purchaserto provide
consulting services for the preparation of the design, specifications, and other documents to be
used for the procurement of the goods to be purchased under this Invitation of Bids.

Any bidder from a country which shares a land border with India will be eligible to bidin any
procurement whether of goods or services, only if the bidder is registered with Competent
Authority as specified in the Ministry of Finance (Gol) Order No.6/18/2019 — PPD, dated 23rd
July 2020, and as amended from time to time.

Bidders’ who fulfil the Eligibility Criteria mentioned in Chapter 6 will be considered for
technical evaluation of bids.

The bidders who have been temporarily suspended or removed from the list of registered
suppliers by the purchaser or banned from the Ministry/country wideprocurement will not be
eligible to participate in the bidding process.

Cost of Bidding

The Bidder shall bear all the costs associated with the preparation and submission of its bid,
and the Purchaser will in no case be responsible or liable for these costs, regardless of the
conduct or outcome of the bidding process.

Code of Integrity

The bidders should sign a declaration on abiding by the Code of Integrity for Public
Procurement and submit the same in respective form as per Chapter - 8: Annexure-H, along
with bid documents. In case of any transgression of this code, the bidder is not only liable to
be removed from the list of registered suppliers, but it would be liable for other punitive actions
such as cancellation of contracts, banning and blacklisting or action by Competition
Commission of India, and so on.

Code of integrity for Public Procurement:

The Purchaser requires that the bidders/consultants should observe the highest standard of
ethics and should not indulge in the following prohibited practices, either directly or indirectly,
at any stage during the procurement process or during executionof resultant contracts:
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1) Corrupt Practice: making offers, solicitation or acceptance of bribe, rewards
or gifts or any material benefit, in exchange foran unfair
advantage in the procurement process or to otherwise
influence the procurement process or contract execution;

ii)  |Fraudulent Practice: |any omission or misrepresentation of facts that may
mislead or attempt to mislead so that financial or other
benefits may be obtained or an obligation avoided. This
includes making false declaration or providing false
information for participation in a tender process or to
secure a contract or in execution of the contract;

iii) |Anti-competitive any collusion, bid rigging or anti-competitive arrangement,
Practice: or any other practice coming under the purview of the
Competition Act, 2002, between two or more bidders, with
or without the knowledge of the purchaser, that may
impair the transparency, fairness and the progress of the
procurement process or to establish bid prices at artificial,
non-competitive levels;

iv) |Coercive Practice: harming or threatening to harm, person(s) or their property
to influence their participation in the procurement process
or affect the execution of a contract;

v)  |Conflict of interest: |participation by a bidding firm or any of its affiliates thatare
either involved in the consultancy contract to whichthis
procurement is linked; or if they are part of more than one
bid in the procurement; or if the bidding firm or their
personnel have relationships or financial or business
transactions with any official of purchaser whoare directly
or indirectly related to tender or execution process of
contract; or improper use of informationobtained by the
(prospective) bidder from the purchaserwith an intent to
gain unfair advantage in the procurement process or for
personal gain; and

vi) |ObstructivePractice: |materially impede the purchaser’s investigation into
allegations of one or more of the above mentioned
prohibited practices either by deliberately destroying,
falsifying, altering; or by concealing of evidence material
to the investigation; or by making false statements to
investigators and/or by threatening, harassing or
intimidating any party to prevent it from disclosing its
knowledge of matters relevant to the investigation or from
pursuing the investigation; or by impeding the purchase
entity’s rights of audit or access to information;

vii) |Collusive Practice =~ |means a scheme or arrangement between two or more
bidders, with or without the knowledge of the purchaser,
designed to establish bid prices at artificial, non-
competitive levels.

1.3.2 The Purchaser will reject a proposal for award, if it determines that the Bidder recommended
for award has, directly or through an agent, engaged in corrupt, fraudulent, collusive or
coercive practices in competing for the Contract in question.
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1.3.3 Obligations for Proactive disclosures

i)

The Purchaser as well as bidders’/consultants’, are obliged under Code of
Integrity for Public Procurement to sue-moto proactively declare any conflicts of
interest (coming under the definition mentioned above - pre-existing or as and as
soon as these arise at any stage) in any procurement process or execution of
contract. Failure to do so would amount to violation of this code of integrity;and

The bidder must declare, whether asked or not in a bid document, any previous
transgressions of such a code of integrity with any entity in any country during
the last three years or of being debarred by any other Procuring Entity. Failure
to do so would amount to violation of this code of integrity;

iii)

To encourage voluntary disclosures, such declarations would not mean automatic
disqualification for the bidder making such declarations. The declared conflict of
interest would be evaluated and mitigation steps, if possible, taken by the
purchaser.

Without prejudice to and in addition to the rights of the Purchaser to other penal provisions as
per the bid documents or contract, if the Purchaser comes to a conclusionthat a prospective
bidder, directly or through an agent, has violated this code of integrity in competing for the
contract or in executing a contract, the purchaser may take appropriate measures including one

or more of the following:

If bids are under consideration in any procurement:

a) |Forfeiture or encashment of bid security;

b) |Calling off of any pre-contract negotiations; and

¢) |Rejection and exclusion of the bidder from the procurement process.

If a contract has already been awarded

a) |Cancellation of the relevant contract and recovery of compensation for loss
incurred by the purchaser;

b) |Forfeiture or encashment of any other security or bond relating to the
procurement;

c) |Recovery of payments including advance payments, if any, made by the
purchaser along with interest thereon at the prevailing rate.

iii)

Provisions in addition to above:

a) |Removal from the list of registered suppliers and banning/debarment of the
bidder from participation in future procurements of the purchaser for a period
not less than one year;

b) |In case of anti-competitive practices, information for further processingmay
be filed under the signature of the Joint Secretary level officer, with the
Competition Commission of India;

Since, E-bid is an online process; the E-bid opening or any other process may be delayed due
to any technical/server issue. If any such issue arises, this will not tantamount to process delay
and CSIR-NAL will not be responsible for the same.

The request for
clarification and the response shall be in writing and no change in price(s)or substance of the
bid shall be sought, offered or permitted. However, no negotiationshall be held except with the
lowest bidder, at the discretion of the purchaser. Any clarification submitted by a bidder with
regard to its bid which is not in response to a request by the purchaser shall not be considered.

Preliminary Examination
The Purchaser shall examine the bids to confirm that all documents and technical
documentation requested in ITB Clause 1.10.1, have been provided, and to determinethe

completeness of each document submitted.

The Purchaser shall confirm that the following documents and information have beenprovided
in the Bid. If any of these documents or information is missing, the offer shallbe rejected.

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2) Tendered goods are divisible in nature, the following procedure shall be followed
to evaluate L1 bidder and bidder for award of contract with the margin of purchase
preference of 20 (twenty) per cent to Class-I Local supplier:

In case some quantity is still left uncoveredon local
suppliers, then such balance quantity may also be ordered on the L1 bidder.

First purchase preference shall be given to the lowest quoting ‘Class-I local
supplier’, whosequoted rates fall within 20 (twenty) per cent margin of purchase
preference, subject to its meeting the prescribed criteria for awardof contract as
also the constraint of maximum quantity that can be sourcedfrom any single
supplier. If the lowest quoting ‘Class-I local supplier’, doesnot qualify for
purchase preference because of the aforesaid constraints or does not accept the
offered quantity, an opportunity may be given to next higher ‘Class-I local
supplier’, falling within 20 (twenty) per cent margin of purchase preference, and
SO on.

F. AWARD OF CONTRACT

Negotiations

Normally, there shall not be any negotiation. Negotiations, if at all, shall be an exception and
only in the case of items with limited source of supply. Negotiations shall be held with the
lowest evaluated responsive bidder. Counter offers tantamount to negotiations and shall be
treated at par with negotiations.

Award Criteria

Subject to ITB Clause 1.39, the Purchaser will award the contract to the successful Bidder
whose bid has been determined to be substantially responsive and has been determined to be
the lowest evaluated bid, provided further that the Bidder is determined to be qualified to
perform the contract satisfactorily.

Purchaser’s right to vary Quantities at Time of Award

The Purchaser reserves the right at the time of award of the Contract to increase or decrease
the quantity of goods and services originally specified in the Schedule of Requirements to the
extent of 25 (twenty five) per cent without any change in unit price or other terms and
conditions of the Purchase Order.

Option Clause

The Purchaser reserves the right to increase or decrease the quantity of the required goods up
to 25 (twenty five) per cent at any time, till final delivery date (or the extended delivery date
of the contract), by giving reasonable notice even though the quantity ordered initially has been
supplied in full before the last date of the delivery period (or the extended delivery period).

Purchaser’s right to accept Any Bid and to reject any or All Bids

Notification of Award

Signing of Contract

(vii) |Bidders’ to disclose any past transgressions committed over the specifiedperiod
with any other company in India or abroad that may impinge on the anti-corruption
principle;

(viii) |Integrity Pact lays down the punitive actions for any violation.

Each page of such Integrity pact proforma would be duly signed by Purchaser’s competent
signatory. All pages of the Integrity Pact are to be returned by the bidder (along with the
technical bid) duly signed by the same signatory who signed the bid, i.e., who is duly authorised
to sign the bid and to make binding commitments on behalfof his company. Any bid not
accompanied by Integrity Pact duly signed by the biddershall be considered to be a non-
responsive bid and shall be rejected straightway.

The SCC shall specify whether there is a need to enter into a separate Integrity pact ornot.

The Integrity Pact would be effective from the date of invitation of bids till complete execution
of the contract.

Where delivery of the goods is required by the purchaser on CIF/CIP basis for Imported Goods
or FOR destination for Indigenous Goods, the supplier shall arrange and pay for Marine/Transit
Insurance, naming the purchaser as beneficiary and initiateand pursue the claims till settlement,
in the event of any loss/damage.

The equipment to be supplied will be insured by the supplier against all risks of loss or damage
from the date of shipment till such time it is delivered at CSIR-NALsite in case of rupee
transaction.

Where delivery is on FOB or FCA basis for the Imported Goods or FOR dispatch Station for
Indigenous Goods, the Insurance would be the responsibility of the purchaser.

With a view to ensure that claims on insurance companies, if any, are lodged in time, the
bidders’ and /or the Indian agent shall be responsible for follow up with their principals for
ascertaining the dispatch details and informing the same to the Purchaserand he shall also liaise
with the Purchaser to ascertain the arrival of the consignment after clearance so that
immediately thereafter in his presence the consignment could be opened and the insurance
claim be lodged, if required, without any loss of time.

The Supplier further warrants that the Goods shall be free from defects arising from any act or
omission of the Supplier or arising from design, materials, and workmanship, under normal
use in the conditions prevailing in India.

Unless otherwise specified in the SCC, the warranty shall remain valid for 12 (twelve)months
after the Goods, or any portion thereof as the case may be, have been deliveredto and accepted
at the final destination indicated in the SCC, or for 18 (eighteen) months after the date of
shipment from the port or place of loading in the country oforigin, whichever period concludes earlier.

Penalty Clause/Liquidated Damages

Termination for Default

The Purchaser may, without prejudice to any other remedy for breach of contract, by written
notice of default sent to the Supplier, terminate the Contract in whole or in part

(a) |If the Supplier fails to deliver any or all of the Goods within the period(s)
specified in the contract, or within any extension thereof granted by the
Purchaser pursuant to GCC Clause on Extension of Time; or

(b) |If the Supplier fails to perform any other obligation(s) under the Contract.

Termination for Insolvency

Settlement of Disputes

The Purchaser and the supplier shall make every effort to resolve amicably by direct informal
negotiation any disagreement or dispute arising between them under or in connection with the
Contract.

In case after the lapse of 21 (twenty one) days, the parties have failed to resolve their dispute
or difference by such mutual consultation, either the Purchaser or the Supplier may give notice
to the other party of its intention to commence arbitration, ashereinafter provided, as to the matter in
dispute, and no arbitration in respect of this matter may be commenced unless such notice is given. Any
dispute or difference in respect of which a notice of intention to commence arbitration has been given
in accordance with this Clause shall be finally settled by arbitration. Arbitration may be commenced
prior to or after delivery of the Goods under the Contract.

The dispute settlement mechanism/arbitration proceedings shall be concluded as under:

(a) |If any dispute or difference arises between the parties hereto as to the

The Contract shall be interpreted in accordance with the laws of the Union of India and all
disputes shall be subject to place of jurisdiction as specified in SCC.

Notices

Any notice given by one party to the other pursuant to this contract/order shall be sentto the
other party in writing or by cable, telex, FAX, e-mail or and confirmed in writingto the other
party’s address specified in the SCC.

A notice shall be effective when delivered or on the notice’s effective date, whicheveris later.
Taxes and Duties

For goods manufactured outside India, the Supplier shall be entirely responsible for alltaxes,
stamp duties, license fees, and other such levies imposed outside India.

For goods manufactured within India, the Supplier shall be entirely responsible for alltaxes,
duties, license fees, etc., incurred till its final manufacture/production.

If any tax exemptions, reductions, allowances or privileges may be available to the Supplier in

Risk Purchase Clause

Integrity Pact

As per the directives of the Central Vigilance Commission (CVC) all organisations including
CSIR laboratories/institutes have to adopt an Integrity Pact (IP) to ensure transparency, equity
and competitiveness in major Public procurement having procurement value above Rs.3 (three)
Crore. The integrity pact envisages an agreementbetween the prospective bidders with the
buyer committing the persons/officials of both the parties with an aim not to exercise any corrupt
influence on any aspect of thecontract. Only those bidders, who are willing to enter in to such an
integrity pact withthe Purchaser, would be competent to participate in the bidding.
